At Bruno Richard Hauptmann's 1935 trial 
eight forensic document examiners gave testimony concerning unique small "x's" found within the 
Lindbergh ransom notes and also found in Hauptmann's known genuine handwriting. Their conclusions 
were the "x" letter forms were neither German or American in appearance or formation, thus marking  
them a highly "individual" and "personal" to Hauptmann. We are looking forward to a very interesting 
evening.
