 Inspired by a Middletown girl's grandmother's tales of prohibition days 
along the northern Jersey shoreline, Hazlet native Matthew Linderoth will 
discuss his new book Prohibition on the North Jersey Shore: Gangsters on 
Vacation.   
 
 In the book, Linderoth tells how vacation communities in Long 
Branch, Red Bank, Ocean Grove, and the Atlantic Highlands evolved into 
smuggling ports for organized crime after laws were passed prohibiting 
the manufacture, sale, and transportation of alcohol from 1920 to 1933.  
  
  According to Linderoth, fisherman and clammers worked smuggling 
liquor for well-known crime figures like Vito Genovese, Charles Luciano, 
Meyer Lansky, favored Atlantic Highlands.
